Careers

1. Students who may be interested in going to college will take the PLAN test to learn more about their interests, strengths, and weaknesses and how those things relate to different careers.

2. All 10th grade students will take employability skills class to research different careers of interest and learn the skills necessary to find a job of interest and value to them.

3. Students will learn how to build and revise a portfolio that can be used to gain admission to post-secondary education or employment.

4. Students will update their ILP and review their plan of study within the WisCareers program.

Transitions

1. Students will review the results of their PLAN test and learn how to interpret the results to help them make choices about which classes to take to help them meet their objectives.
2. Students will participate in character development and team building activities in their advisory.

Interpersonal Skills

1. Students will participate in small group or individual counseling as requested to address interpersonal skills, responsibility, and respect for self and others.
