School Counseling Curriculum for 11th Grade
Careers

1. Students will meet with their school counselor for an individual planning conference to discuss progress toward their post-secondary goals.

2. College bound students will be encouraged to take the PSAT and ACT to help determine areas of interest, strength, and weakness and taught how to interpret those results.

3. Students will develop a plan and time-line for college, other education, and careers.

4. Students will participate in appropriate apprenticeship, mentorship, or other workplace experiences based on their career goals and objectives.

Transitions

1. Students will prepare for and take appropriate college entrance/placement exams.

2. Students will be taught how to interpret and utilize PSAT and ACT results as a planning tool for further education and work.

3. Students will become familiar with scholarship opportunities and begin to prepare their personal resume and documentation to be used in scholarship and/or job application.

4. Students will revise program of study based on review of future plans during their individual planning conferences.
5. Students will be encouraged to consider school to work based learning.

Interpersonal Skills

1. Students will participate in character development and team building activities during their advisory.

2. Students will participate in small group or individual counseling as requested to address interpersonal skills, responsibility, and respect for self and others.
