Careers

1. Students will develop a plan to market themselves including documentation of academic preparation, work/community experiences, resume and recommendations from appropriate sources, and maintain the plan in their Individual Learning Plan within WisCareers.

2. Students will participate in appropriate apprenticeship, mentorship, and other workplace experiences based on their career goals and objectives.

3. Students will review and revise their post-secondary plans during their individual senior meetings with their school counselor.

Transitions

1. Students will utilize their Individual Learning Plan contents to help in making application to further education and/or entry into the job market.

2. Students will utilize their Individual Learning Plan contents in applying for scholarships.

3. Students will indentify resources and support services necessary to achieve their post-secondary plan during their senior individual meetings.

Interpersonal

1. Students will participate in character development and team building activities during advisory.

2. Students will participate in group and/or individual counseling as requested to address interpersonal skills, responsibility, and respect for self and others.
