School Counseling Curriculum for Grade 9
Careers
1. Identify careers that match students’ values and skills by having students complete work skills and work values assessments in WisCareers.  This will be done by visiting 9th grade students in their required health class.
2. Students will identify career pathways and plans of study that are complementary to their values and skills.  This information will be passed along to students advisors and utilized when scheduling classes for 10th grade.
3. Students will begin to research careers of interest and document what they have done in the Individual Learning Portion of their WisCareers account.
Transitions
1. Incoming freshmen will be encouraged to participate in an August warm-up during which they will learn about their schedules, teachers, and procedures for school.
2. Students will participate in character-development and team-building activities during their advisory periods with the help of teachers and freshmen mentors.
3. Students will receive orientation to guidance and related services and programs offered at the high school and procedures for gaining access to services during the August warm-up.
Interpersonal Skills
1. Students will participate in character-development and team-building activities during their advisory periods with the help of teachers and freshmen mentors.
2. Students will participate in small group or individual counseling as requested to address interpersonal skills, individual responsibility, and respect for self and others.
