Major Assignments/Requirements:

· Students will need help from parents to complete some of the assignments

· Students are required to complete a make up assignment in place of a lab if absent on a lab day, otherwise the student is responsible to turn in the work missed three days following the date of absence.  Anything not turned in within three days from the absence will receive an immediate zero, unless we have discussed another plan.

· Students who miss on a lab day in which they are to go out in the community will not be paid in Career dollars because an alternative assignment will be completed instead.  Career dollars will build their mock paycheck that will help them pay for mock expenses and allow them to purchase items beyond their mock expenses.

· Students will be required to redo an assignment that he/she may have failed.  For each area that originally was awarded a point and answered correctly after the redo allows the student to receive half credit for that question.
