Real-World Writing

· Writing personal information: name, address, phone number, names of family members

· Writing personal messages:  schedules, appointments, reminder lists

· Writing messages to others:  email, greeting cards, notes, phone messages, mail

Book Reading

· Comprehension questions about a story read, retelling of stories

· Vocabulary/Spelling about a story read

· Analyzing story situations in relation to real life experiences
