A new federal law recently passed which requires that the 

minimum price of a paid lunch equals or exceeds the differ-

ence between the free rate and the federal reimbursement 

rate for a paid lunch.  To comply with this new law, the 

school board has authorized an increase of 10 cents per 

meal per year until we meet the required $2.46 minimum 

price.  Effective December 1, 2011, lunch prices will be 

$2.20 at the middle and high schools and $1.95 at the 

elementary schools.

In 

cases of a late start, morning early childhood and four year kindergarten programs are auto-

matically cancelled.  However, afternoon classes will still operate under their normal sched-

ule.
