Homework will be collected 2 days after the assignment date to ensure adequate time for questions.

Homework points will be based on effort, work shown, and time of completion.  You will receive class time to work on homework.  Use this time wisely to get questions answered and get started on your work. 

· Portfolio – 10% of grade 

 You will also create a portfolio of Algebra concepts each Semester.  You will also write a reflection paper at the end of each semester.

· Assessments – 60% of grade

Quizzes will be almost every Friday.  Quizzes will consist of new information as well as a large number of review problems from the previous units. If a student doesn’t get an 80% or better on a quiz, they will be required to come in for tutoring before or after school so they can retake the quiz and get above an 80%. 

· Semester Exams – 20% of semester grade

At the end of each semester you can expect a cumulative exam.

Grading scale for Quizzes:



1. Always respect others.
